Eligible students did not include students who
had withdrawn or been terminated from the program. The begin date of
distribution to all eligible students and graduates was Tuesday, December 21, 2021
[Houston campuses] and Wednesday, December 22, 2021 [Dallas campuses]. The
distribution of HEERF Il funds amongst all eligible students and graduates was
even, but students and graduates who did not qualify for PELL grants had their
distribution reduced by $250, thereby prioritizing students with exceptional need
(i.e., PELL grant recipients). Students and graduates who qualified for PELL
grants received checks in the amount of $1,436.50 each, and those who did not
qualify for PELL grants received checks in the amount of $1,186.50 each.

7. Any instructions, directions, or guidance provided by the institution to students
concerning the Emergency Financial Aid Grants: Eligible students and graduates
were advised that on December 27, 2020, the Coronavirus Response and Relief
Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2021 (CRRSAA) was signed into law.
